BRITISH STUDIES 1

This course is a basic introduction to a number of different areas of British society
and culture. These include, for example the education, political and legal systems; media;
popular trends; and the lives of ‘ordinary’ British people. Students will be encouraged
to find their own topics of interest, and to reflect on how looking at British culture
compares with their own experience in Japan. Classroom presentations and discussion will

be in English.

There is no textbook, but various materials will be used in class(including news articles,
videos and film)

Students will be graded on classroom participation, attendance and two reports.

Any students who are genuinely interested in Britain are welcome.

BRITISH STUDIES(SEMINAR)

Film course (April-July)

This course will focus on two or three well known British films from the 1950s and 60s.
Examples include: Loneliness of the Long Distance Runner, To Sir With Love, Kes.
There are two main aspects to the course:

() To examine the content of the films and the images of British society that they portray.
Students are expected to watch the films and study the issues and themes that the films
generate. Themes include post-war changes in the class system, education, and the
breaking down of traditional gender roles.

(b) To focus on specific language aspects generated from the films. The films can be used
as texts to extract language from and to use as a springboard for further study as
in any other language lesson.

There is no set text, but authentic materials from various sources will be used(eg, videos,
newspapers, and film).

Students will be graded on attendance, contributions in class, and one report.




1783
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LANGUAGE ANALYSIS

This course will introduce students to the principles of language analysis, including
such areas as: register analysis; genre; cohesion and coherence; theme and rheme; and
conversation analysis. Students will practice analysis of language during the class, and

will be expected to carry out their own small scale projects outside.

There is no set text, but handouts will be provided.

Students will be graded on their attendance, participation in class and two projects.

Students are expected to have a strong interest in language and language learning, and

must be willing to discuss issues in English.

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ENGLISH CONVERSATION 1

The English conversation lessons are graded so that level one is lowest and level four
is highest, so students should not take more than one level at the same time. Level one
is a basic course to increase students’ skill in communicating in English. Most of the lessons
will involve various speaking and listening activities to encourage meaningful
conversation. There will be many opportunities to increase students knowledge grammar and

vocabulary, but the main focus of the lesson will be on using English actively.

Ruth Gairns and Stuart Redman TRUE TO LIFE(Pre-Intermediate) C.U.P.

Students will be graded on classroom participation and attendance.

The course is for any student who really wants to improve their English communicative
ability. Regular attendance and classroom participation are very important.

This course is aimed at intermediate level students whose English is probably quite
good, but may not have practised very much recently. Most classroom activity will be speaking
and listening about topics and issues that students will choose for themselves. Students
will be encouraged to use different learning strategies to suit differing communicative
tasks. There is no coursebook, as students will be expected to identify their own learning
needs, and their own interests to use in the lessons. This way of learning may be difficult

to get to, but should be very challenging and can be very rewarding.

There is no coursebook,but different kinds of materials will be used including news

articles and video.

Students will be graded on classroom participation and attendance.

This course is for students who really want to improve their English, so active

participation and hard work are very important.
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Discussion in English

Aimed at third-year and fourth-year students who have satisfactorily passed
or who can demonstrate a reasonably high level of competence in spoken English, this
course will provide an opportunity to discuss a variety of topics. Most commonly, items
in the news will be on the agenda, so it will be a good idea to stay informed. For practical

purposes, this course will be limited to approximately 20 registered students.

No text. Read the newspapers and watch the news.

Discussion in English

Aimed at fourth-year students and outstanding third-years, this will be a forum for
discussing such things as British history and society, American history and society,

international relations, items in the news, and undergraduate theses. The prerequisite

is or a demonstrated equivalent. For practical purposes, this course will be

limited to approximately 20 registered students.

No text. Be prepared for assignments.




ENGLISH WRITING 1

Students will do activities to improve basic writing skills such as: getting ideas,
organising arguments; showing purpose and main topic; finding a focus; showing attitude.
Sentence construction is very important, of course, but this class will focus more on
organisation and overall structure of writing than grammar. Students will be expected to
choose some of their own subjects to write about, and types of writing(eg, reports, business
letters, journal writing). Most writing will be homework, with class time for discussion

and preparation.

There is no coursebook, but worksheets will be used in most lessons.

Students will be graded on their attendance and classroom participation,as well as being
expected to write about 8 assignments during the year.

Writing is a difficult skill which needs practice, and so students are expected to do
a lot of writing outside the classroom time.
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Introduction to Research and Academic Writing.

This is an opportunity for third-and fourth-year students, with a sufficient background
in written English, to learn how to conduct a research project and to write up the results
in academic English.

The first term will be devoted to instruction in organizing the project and what to be
a ware of when writing. From the summer vacation until the end of the second term, students
will be required to collect data, analyze them, and prepare written drafts of something
resembling an undergraduate thesis. The quality of the final version will determine the
grade for the course. For practical purposes, this course will be limited to 15 registered

students.
